I am excited to tell you on Sep-

tember 29 th, we had all 10 th 

graders take the PLAN!  This 

test helps students get ready 

for college entrance exams.  

The test is timed just like the 

ACT and SAT test and many of 

our students have never com-

pleted a timed test before in 

their life, so by offering this 

PLAN testing it eases the 

nerves of our students and 

builds their confidence for 

future College Entrance Ex-

ams. All in all, it was a good 

experience.  The PLAN also 

has a section to find their 

Career Interest for the fu-

ture.  It tells them what areas 

they have strengths in and 

also tells us where their 

weaknesses are so we can 

work on building or chang-

ing their weaknesses to 

strengths!  We will gain lots 

of insight with each student 

from the test data.  

We are also gearing up for 

the October 13, 2010, PSAT 

testing.  We will have 11 th 

graders attempting the test 

for the chance of becoming a 

National Merit Scholarship win-

ner.  Students had to sign up by 

September 20 th and pay a fee of 

$13.00 to be eligible to test for 

the PSAT testing.  We have a 

large group who are working 

hard and studying for this test. I 

am very excited for these stu-

dents, and I know they will do 

their very best and make the 

community of Stockdale very 

proud!  

There are many great things go-

ing on at Stockdale High, we 

have our very first group of Vir-

tual Drivers Ed Students working 

hard to earn their drivers li-

censes.  The class is online so we 

are using technology to enhance 

their learning environment.  

School clubs are holding their 

elections, students are involved 

in keeping their grades up so 

they may participate in all the

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English  
The English department is off to 

an exciting start for the 2010 -2011 school 

year.  The students are busily working on 

different novels, projects and of course, 

writing.  Mrs. Millerõs English IV class is 

reading The Canterbury Tales  and will be 

incorporating the new Active Inspire soft-

ware in conjunction with the new Prome-

thean boards.  Each student will have to 

write his/her own tale and teach it to the 

class.  Mrs. Marrouõs English II classes 

have also been busy working on different 

genres of literature.  As part of fulfilling the 

technology plan at Stockdale High School, 

they have learned how to incorporate ta-

bles and charts on the Apple Macs.  Each 

student then made brochures to teach the 

different rules associated with capitaliza-

tion.  Her English III classes currently read 

Far North  and will be required to bring a 

project constructed outside of class to go 

along with the reading.  These projects 

include rafts, waterfalls, planes and even 

food such as bannock (the bread of the 

north).  Mrs. Akinõs Pre AP and AP Eng-

lish classes just finished up their summer 

reading projects which consisted of either 

a CD playlist of songs (to go along with 

their novel) and a  CD case complete with 

front cover, inside and credits on the back 

or a Facebook page where they had to 

create a profile, a photo album, friendõs 

profile and home page for one of the char-

acterõs in their novel.  These were show-

cased to the class and the students did an 

excellent job.  PreAP English I just re-

cently read òThe Cask of Amontilladoó and 

they are making plaster cast masks to go 

along with the carnival theme of the short 

story.  PreAP English II is in the process of 

reading The Blindside  and writing a re-

search paper over football.  They are re-

quired to keep up with their NFL team and 

research the different aspects associated 

with that team.  AP English III is reading 

Tuesdays with Morrie  and will be working 

on a project that involves the nursing 

home in early October.  In addi-

tion, they are learning how to 

analyze poetry and have even 

learned how to write their own 

poems.  AP English IV has been 

studying rhetoric and how it is 

used in many different ways.  Not 

only is it commonly found in poli-

tics, but also they recently com-

pleted an imovie project where 

they found rhetoric in movie 

clips and they illustrated how 

these devices were used.  They 

are also reading The Kite Runner 

and learning the customs of other 

countries such as Afghanistan.  

The students are working hard 

and learning that school is not all 

about books and writing but 

technology plays an important 

role too.  
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
