Stockdale ISD Education Foundation Innovative Education Grants

Innovative Education Grants are designed to encourage and reward creative instructional practices. Teachers and/or administrators with novel ideas to increase student achievement and engagement are encouraged to submit a proposal for funding. Teachers may work individually or in teams to submit proposals. The grants must enhance student academic performance and support campus and/or district goals and initiatives. The number of projects funded will depend upon the funds raised by the Foundation.
A single teacher may apply for a maximum grant of $2500. A team of teachers may apply for up to $5000. District/Campus applications will be evaluated on a case by case basis.
An impartial committee will use the following criteria to evaluate all proposals:

· The degree to which the grant supports the District and/or Campus goals and initiatives.

· The degree to which student academic performance is emphasized. How will the project enhance implementation of the TEKS?

· The degree to which the proposal represents a creative or novel approach to the accomplishment of objectives. 
· Is it project based and more than just a request for "stuff"? 

· The degree to which the proposal is clear and logical.

· The degree to which the budget is well defined and funds are used effectively. 
· The sustainability of the project.

· The number of students impacted by the project.

District funded items/projects fall outside grant guidelines. Grants may not be used to supplant district funds. The standard district technology allotment of computers and Chromebooks would not be funded, but items to enhance the use of technology such as digital cameras, digital microscopes, data collection devices etc. could be. Incentive programs will not be funded.
Make sure that you type your application on the latest version of the form. Names or other identifying information should only be on the cover page.
Grant applications must be turned in to Roxanne Moczygemba no later than the specified time on the designated due date. 
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
